Youth Soccer New Rochelle Jewelry Policy

1.            Jewelry cannot be worn when playing soccer in any position, including goalkeepers. Jewelry which includes necklaces (including string ones), earrings (including posts), other piercings, watches and religious items, rings, bracelets, leather bands, rubber bands etc., are strictly forbidden and must be removed prior to practice sessions or games. 

2.            Many injuries can occur because of jewelry. Necklaces and bracelets can get caught on other player's fingers causing injury. Earrings can cause neck punctures or get caught on clothing and get torn from the ear. A nose piercing can cause serious punctures within the nose if struck.

3.            Putting tape and/or a band-aid over an earring or piercing is not sufficient to be allowed to play.

4.            Exemptions are permitted in the case of medical bracelets.  These should be taped or wrapped around to the satisfaction of the referee.

5.            Recent piercing and the risk of the piercing to get closed is not an acceptable reason to wear them while playing.

6.            Plastic sports goggles or plastic (frame AND lenses) prescription eyeglasses may be worn while playing, provided they are strapped around the head.  Lenses made of glass are not permitted.  Metal-framed glasses are not permitted. Any other type of eyewear that the referee deems could be dangerous to the player or other players is not permitted.

7.            The players are to be inspected before the match begins. If a player is discovered to be wearing unauthorized clothing or jewelry during play, the referee shall inform the player that the item in question must be removed.

8.            Any consideration not included in this policy will be decided by the referee, who is required to communicate her/his decision to the coach in a respectful and collaborative way.

9.            If your child needs to wear an item not considered in this policy, we encourage you to communicate the situation to us before the beginning of the season in order to find a suitable solution.
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
