GENERAL INFORMATION

1. Registrations postmarked after Jan. 20, 2013, or incomplete registrations WILL NOT be guaranteed to be placed on
their previous season’s team, or MAY NOT be placed on any team. If a player sat out a season that also forfeits
his/her spot on the team he/she played on in the past unless there is an opening on the team.

2. All New Players to Johnston Soccer Club MUST provide a State-Issued birth certificate or passport with the
registration form. Players MUST be 4 years old by Aug. 1, 2012 to play. NO exceptions!

3. U5 and U6 players are assigned to teams by school when possible. U7 players and above are randomly assigned.
Any special request for team assignment for U7 and above must be submitted and addressed to the Board of
Directors prior to Jan. 20, 2013 and approved by the board. For full policies and procedures, please see our website
at www.johnstonsoccer.org.

4. The Club relies on parent volunteers to coach. Every team MUST have a coach. If no one volunteers to coach, the
players will be put on a waiting list. Clinics and instruction for coaches are provided by the Club.

5. Beginning at the U9 level, 50% of games may be played at fields other than the Johnston Soccer Complex.
Beginning at the U1l level, games are generally scheduled on Sunday afternoons beginning at 1:00 PM.

6. The 8-week season begins the weekend of Apr. 6/7 and players will be contacted 1-2 weeks before the start of the
season by the coach. There are no games Memorial Day Weekend.

*7. Mother’s birth month/day is required to create a permanent ID that can be determined from information that most
people know rather than requiring the memorization of a random number or using the last 4 digits of a SSN.

VOLUNTEER POLICY

All volunteer positions, except Head Coach, Assistant Coach, and Board of Directors, will be assigned on an individual
basis through the Director of Volunteers. All volunteers will be assigned a task (such as field maintenance, concessions,
etc.) and will be sent the day/shift/duty that they have been assigned via email communication. Volunteers are
expected to perform their assigned hours of volunteer service per player. There is a $30 penalty for those that
do not complete their hours of volunteer service. If the $30 penalty is not paid, your child CANNOT play until it is
paid.

UNIFORMS

JSC changed uniforms for ALL age groups beginning with the Fall 2010 season. ALL players will need to have the
new JSC uniform. Uniforms may be purchased from Scheel's at Jordan Creek Mall. Players will also need shin guards;
soccer cleats are recommended. If this will be a hardship for you, please note size of uniform needed in the Additional
Information section on Page 2.
