Head Coach Qualifications / Experience: Coach John has been with Loudoun Soccer since 2004 coaching
both recreation and travel teams. John has served as the Head Coach for the 99G White Team for 3 years
(U10 -U12) and is currently the Assistant Coach for the 99G Black Team. He holds a USSF “D” License and is
a certified PCA Double Goal Coach. Coach John and his family live in Aldie, VA.

Required commitments for being on this team: The LOUD 04G GRAY team practices year round, with a 6-
8 week break from mid-June to mid-August, and another 6 week break over the winter holidays. The team
trains three evenings a week - once with the head coach, once with a Loudoun Soccer professional trainer,
and once at the Loudoun Soccer Technical Training Academy. League games are on Sundays, with
occasional Saturday games. Game distance can be up to 1 hour away. With few exceptions, players are
expected to attend all trainings, give their best effort, and be available for game and tournament play.

All players and parents should be aware of the commitment required for this team:



This team is a year-round team and will train two to three times a week as well as participate in additional
technical training sessions and play games on the weekend (spring/fall). It will also require various winter and
summer training commitments. The number of practices and the requirement for attendance at practices and
games will necessitate a very high degree of dedication on the part of all team players and their parents. If
your child is selected and you cannot make such a commitment, please do not accept a spot on the team. One
of the other teams should be able to match your ability level and commitment. If you are accepted on the team
and cannot maintain your commitments to the team, the coach will limit your playing time to represent your
level of commitment in all areas.

In accordance with “VYSA Policy Regarding Nonpayment of Club/Team Financial Obligations by Travel
Players”, approved in April 2012, players may be released by the team for non-payment of club or team fees. A
team may release a player from the team roster for failure to meet financial obligations as outlined in VYSA
Registration Manual (5.27). Accordingly, VYSA will not process a transfer of a player from one club/team to
another during the seasonal year if that player is not current on his or her financial obligations.

Additional Try out

There are a number of players who may be either injured or who have conflicts with tryout dates. Therefore, a
supplemental tryout may be held, should the coach wish to. Any additional tryouts will be at the coach’s
discretion and information regarding such will be posted on the team website.
