3) ½ Referee Fees, in 3 separate envelopes or paper clipped stating CR, AR, AR, and your team name (U11G’s, U12B’s, etc..)

4) Player Cards (Make sure to get these back after the game)

Print enough copies for all of your league games.

Before each league game, write in the Game date, Opponent Name, Home or Visitor.

Put these in the stamped envelope (see above) to be given to the Head Referee.
Blue Post Card (Home Games Only)
Blue Post Card (Do not use cards from past years, due to new mailing address on cards)

Fill out Blue Post Card, 1 for each HOME game.  Game date, age,Boys/Coed or Girls, coaches license level, and place correct postage on it.
Winning team manager should get the completed card from the head referee after the game regardless of whether you are HOME or AWAY.   If you are HOME, and the game is tied, you should also get the post card from the Ref.

Make sure the referee recorded the correct score of the game on the card and that both coaches signed the card.

Mail in the card.  The address is pre-printed.   This card is used to record wins/losses and ties on the East Central Website.  

Winning team manager also needs to submit the score online. Go to your team’s divisional schedule on E.Central and click “scorekeeper login” upper right side.  Enter the password that the mgr/coach/assistant coach was emailed by district and click ok. Make sure that you have the scores entered into the correct locations.  Scores are locked once it has been submitted.
