Lightning Juniors Information Sheet
The Lightning Juniors is a training program being offered to 5 to 7 year old boys and girls the opportunity to learn and play the game of soccer.  Each practice will be run by professional coaches. Each player will learn the fundamentals of youth soccer, train in a competitive environment and have the opportunity to play in several games as they prepare for playing Travel soccer in the future.  This age group will not play in sanctioned leagues, but rather against other club teams, in a scrimmage type format and in recreational league games in order to build in-game confidence and skills.
This document gives a basic overview of the time and financial expectations and commitments associated with playing for the Lightning SC program in 2016/2017.  All players must report 15 minutes prior to tryout for registration and for the discussion of the tryout process.  Participants should be dressed in soccer attire.  
TIME COMMITMENT
· Lightning Juniors has both fall (late August to mid-November, 10 sessions) and spring (April to June, 8 sessions) seasons.
· During the fall and spring seasons, there are two, 60-minute sessions each week.
· Recreational league games on weekends in the fall season. The recreational league practices are optional.
· Spring tournament (Hawks Cup) and potential games versus other community clubs 
WINTER – Optional Add-on
· The base winter program consists of 2 days of soccer per week, from January - March.
· Practice one day per week
FEES
· Fees for fall, winter and spring are $800.  This covers coaching, field expenses, indoor facilities, administrative fees, 2 training sessions/week, and training equipment.  The fee does not include recreational league fees, but any Lightning Junior will receive a $30 discount of recreational league fees.
· The uniform kit will consist of a pair of shorts, 2 Galazo jerseys, and two pairs of socks.  Optional equipment such as a backpack, warm-up suit and spirit wear are also available for purchase.  

· Players provide their own cleats, shin guards, ball, and water bottle.
· Need-based scholarships are available, upon request and will require written documentation.

TEAM SELECTION/NOTIFICATION
· Travel soccer teams are determined by age, not by grade. See the chart on the tryout flyer to determine your child’s appropriate age group.
· Players may be asked to play up (i.e. at an older age group) based upon the coaches evaluation. 
· You will be notified of your tryout result via email no later than Sunday, May 29th.  Players have until 12pm, Tuesday May31st to accept their position.

· Registration Night is Thursday, June 2nd at Daniel Wright Junior High, 5:30 – 8:30pm.
