BYAA Parent/Guardian Code of Conduct/Disciplinary Policy

The Belvidere Youth Athletic Association is an organization which was formed to provide the children of the Belvidere community various sports and activities in which they can participate, at recreational level.  It is our goal to provide for each child that participates in these sports and activities a positive, safe and healthy environment in which to play for their enjoyment.  Adults who join, work or assist in BYAA, as well as the children, are encouraged to show good sportsmanship by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches and umpires at every level.  The BYAA will not tolerate hostility, negativity, profanity or offensive, insulting or harassing language in any manner whatsoever.

Every parent or guardian of BYAA children, every member, volunteer, Board Member and Trustee will be advised of BYAA’s Parent/Guardian Code of Conduct.  Parents and guardians are encouraged to teach proper sportsmanlike conduct to their children.  Demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches and umpires at every game, practice or other BYAA events is a requirement.  A BYAA principle is that children learn best by example. 


If any violation of the BYAA Parent/Guardian Code of Conduct is reported to the Association, the following disciplinary policy will take effect after the Executive Board meets and determines that the violation had in fact occurred:
· The offender will immediately receive a written warning;

· The offender will be entitled to a fair hearing before the Executive Board;

· The BYAA Board may determine that the offender will be placed on one (1) year probation within the BYAA; and/or
· The BYAA Board may determine that the offender will not be able to hold a head coaching position within the BYAA for at least one (1) year.

· Any further action determined by the Executive Board deemed fair and just for the reported offense.

If, during a one (1) year probation any further violations by the offender occur and/or any valid, justified complaints are received, the offender will be subject to an immediate one-year suspension, banning the offender from all BYAA activities, games, meetings, etc. for one year.  The Executive Board will meet before the one-year ban is over and will determine whether they will reinstate the suspended offender.  Reinstatement after one year is not mandatory.  Any decision may be made by the Executive Board that it deem fair and just pertaining to the specific offense.
This Code of Conduct and Disciplinary Policy applies to all parents, guardians, BYAA members, volunteers, coaches and BYAA Board Members and Trustees.  This Code of Conduct/Disciplinary Policy also applies to any BYAA activity, sport, practice, event and meeting, regardless of its location.
