RECREATION POLICIES
I) COACHING
a) Participation

i) Coaches must make a commitment to be at practices/games. If unable to attend, must arrange with other coach or parent.

ii) Two coaches must be at practice or one coach and one parent. If an adult is repetitively assisting a team, person must submit to a background check.

II) PLAYER DRESS CODE
a) No jewelry of any type

b) Casts need to be soft wrapped

c) Uniform must be worn to all practices

d) Eyeglasses must have a safety strap

e) Must wear shin guards

f) Appropriate footwear

g) No barrettes or hard ponies

III) COACH/PLAYER COMMUNICATION
a) Coach’s must communicate with a parent not children

IV) PARENT COMPLAINTS
a) Parent and coach work on issue together

b) If fails, coach will bring issue to recreation director

c) Parent can fill out a grievance form and present to board

V) TEAM FORMATION
a) Big Lake Soccer will attempt to have players play on age. This may vary due to registration numbers.

b) Big Lake Soccer will attempt to have co-ed teams at U5-U6. This may vary due to registration numbers.

c) Big Lake Soccer will attempt to have players play with the same gender at U7. This may vary due to registration numbers.
