TRFC Scrimmage Policy 

Each season: (Fall Season or Spring Season) 

· Elite teams (both Elite and Pre-Elite) will be allowed 3 scrimmages. 

· Competitive teams, including MAPS level teams, will be allowed 2 scrimmages. 

· Recreational Level teams will be allowed 1 scrimmage 

· Additional scrimmages may be allowed if field conditions, field usage and availability are favorable. 

Opponents: 

· Elite Teams will be allowed to scrimmage teams from outside the club as well as from inside the club. If holding a scrimmage with a team from within the club but not in the Elite Program, that opposing team must be at least 1 year older and the premier level team in their age group. Elite Program teams can scrimmage each other regardless of age. Note that if the scrimmage takes place against a team from within the club, the scrimmage will count against the allowable amount of scrimmages for both teams. 

· Competitive teams, other than teams in our Elite Program, should scrimmage teams from outside the club. If the scrimmage is with a team from inside the club, it should be a team of equal ability. This will be approved by the field assignor. Note that if the scrimmage takes place against a team from within the club, the scrimmage will count against the allowable amount of scrimmages for both teams. 

· Recreational level teams should scrimmage teams from outside the club. If the scrimmage is with a team from inside the club, it should be a team of equal ability. This will be approved by the field assignor. Note that if the scrimmage takes place against a team from within the club, the scrimmage will count against the allowable amount of scrimmages for both teams. 

Ref Fees: 

· Note: for scrimmages, only 1 ref is necessary and will be scheduled by Russell Stone. The Field assignor will coordinate with Russell to make sure you have a ref. 

· Travel teams U17-U19: $75

· Small Sided teams Recreational: $30

Time: This includes warm-up time and scrimmage time 

· Elite teams and teams U15 and above: 2 hours 

· Competitive teams U11-U14: 1.75 hours 

· Small sided teams Competitive: 1.5 hours 

· Small Sided teams Recreational: 1.5 hours 

· U7: 1.25 hours 

General Guidelines: 

· Uniforms must be worn 

· The opponent must be named when scheduling the scrimmage. 

· In the event that the opponent changes, you must notify the club field assignor of the change. 

· If an opponent cancels and no replacement opponent is found or the scheduled opponent does not show up, the scrimmage is cancelled and the team cannot use the field for a practice session 

· Field will be assigned by Brian Loehwing, the club field assignor. Request must be made at least 48 hours prior to requested time.
· Only two small sided, two full sided and two u7 fields will be set aside each night for scrimmages. 

· A team can only schedule one scrimmage at a time. 
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
