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Parent/Guardian Code of Conduct-2016
1. Children must be picked up promptly after each practice and game. Children under the age of 9 must have a parent/guardian present at all times.  Parents are expected to pick up their child on time. Failure to due this can result in dismissal from the league. Law enforcement officials will be called after ½ hr unless the coach is contacted. 
2. Give constructive criticism during a private moment, never in front of other parents, players, officials, spectators, etc.

3. Support your coach and refrain from excessive “sideline coaching” from the stands.
4. Abide by a doctor’s decision in all matters of players health and injuries and physical ability to play.
5. Accept the decisions of officials on the field as being fair and called to the best ability of the officials. 
6. Parents must stay off the field and remain under control in order to set a good example for players and other spectators.
7. Do not criticize an opposing team, its players, fans, coaches or team by words, gestures or social media.
8. Support the coaches, players and officials and help teach the value of commitment to the teams, sportsmanship, ethical conduct and fair play.
9. Inappropriate behavior is cause for immediate ejection from the stands. Repeat offenses will result in being barred from future games and league sponsored activities.
10. Parents will not encourage their child or any other person to engage in unsportmanship conduct with any coach, parent, player, participants, officials or any other attendee.
11. No use of profanity, drugs, tobacco or alcohol will be permitted during any type of league activity.  Maine Endwell is a Smoke Free facility in both the park and playing fields. Additionally, there no dogs are allowed on the playing fields. 
12. Parents are not allowed on the field or in the bench area at any time unless requested by the Head Coach.
13. Each player is required to attend three practices per week; no practices ~ player time may be limited.
14. Each player will play six live plays per half with the exception of parental or coaches discretion due to safety reasons.
15. There will be no physical activity after dark. The president; vice president or coach will clarify when dark is.
16. Each child is responsible to bring his/her own drink to practice/games and to clean up their garbage after use.
17. M-E Youth Football is an all-volunteer program. Please help with your time to support the program.
18. Parents are required to support concession stand work time unless they pay the concession opt out fee. Your child WILL NOT play if you do not work the concession.  No child under the age of 14 is allowed in the concession stand at any time. 
19. Parents are expected to support fund raising efforts unless they pay the fund raiser opt out fee. There will be one mandatory fund-raiser.  Failure to adhere to these guidelines may impact your child’s participation.
20.  Parents are reminded that all coaches and officials are volunteers. Officials have leeway and discretion on calls – not everything infraction will be called.
21. Our program is an INSTRUCTIONAL developmental program played in a competitive framework that involves travel to other communities for games. Please show respect for our opposition and their programs as well as ours. Parents and fans will need to remain a minimum of 10 yards from the sidelines at all times.
22. All  equipment must be turned in at the end of the season. You will be charged by the league for this equipment if you fail to do so. 
I understand the above. Failure to comply with any of the above can result in dismissal from the league.
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
