Call to Order by Jon Camp, Pres.

Recreation & Registrar Report Combined
· Recreation Registration will close February 28, although players may still be accepted after that date if there are openings

· Angelo Cordasco stated that as of this date there are the following Registered
· 126 Clinic with interest from 10 coaches & 12 Assistant Coaches

· 41 Superclinic Boys/35 Girls

· 36 Intermediate I Girls/19 Boys with interest from 2 coaches

· 24 Intermediate II Boys/29 Girls with interest from 3 coaches

· 21 Intramurals

· Martin Notte stated these numbers are expected to grow as he is still receiving 8-10 registrations by mail each trip to the post office box.  

· Also there have not been many hardship requests but Jon Camp wanted coaches to be aware that if approved, a hardship case may receive free registration and gift card to purchase ball, shin guards and cleats.
· The Recreation Season will start the week after Easter (Monday, April 12 for clinic) to allow the fields time to dry and be repaired from the snow.

Treasurer Report
· Bruce Chiodi stated the bank balance is currently at about $28,000
· $19,400 was received from Rec Deposits as of this date

· The remainder was carried over from Fall Season

· Although no deposits from Travel yet, about $32,000 is anticipated

· Expenses for Spring Season have not yet been incurred

· $3750 (5 at $750) will be set aside for scholarships
· 2 boys and 2 girls who have impacted youth soccer as in the past

· Jon Camp announced the formation of the 5th scholarship (qualifications to be determined)

· Bruce Chiodi also announced that he has received the $750 donated from Martin Notte’s fundraising event
MOSA Report

· Mike Leming has distributed all trophies from Fall Season to coaches except for Laura’s team, but he is still working on the logistics
· Check was sent to MOSA to cover the $200 cost per team plus any pass packets needed
· The boys U18 Flight is now a U19 Flight with 5 teams, which will affect the Stallions
· Flight Night was completed without many problems and  next meeting is this week
Jersey Coast Report
· Bill McInerney will attend the next meeting in March so nothing new to add at this time
· He also noted that is seems only U8 teams from the area are participating in the league
Ocean Rec Report
· Angelo Cordasco will attend the meeting for club representatives next week.
· He needs all the Rosters from the coaches before the meeting – season starting March 27
JAGS
· Jon Camp reported that Tom Merchant intends on taking his girls team to several tournaments to showcase them
· Games may be played on Saturday or Sunday – home games will be scheduled on the best field available to the club

SSC Travel & Field Report Combined
· Roger Budd was able to secure a Middle School field for the club from 5:30 – 8 PM, with the help of the Township
· Rich Leyh is not able to coach the U9 Crush this Spring due to work obligations, so Melissa Miller will be taking over for the season
· Trainers for the Spring season still need to be organized for the 25 travel teams
· Sky Blue will be used for 8-10 teams

· Tom Merchant was able to train up to 6 teams in the past

· There will probably be 5 teams that will decide they do not want a trainer

· Jon Camp and Roger Budd need to know if coaches have another trainer in mind that they want to use ASAP

· Field conditions are terrible and the Township is not in a good financial position to help so the club will have to make many improvements on its own – Roger Budd has been trying to build a good relationship with the town administration to communicate any help needed that they are able to provide
· Since the club will be spread out it will be very important that the coaches communicate any hazards they notice to the Board and keep the fields clean after practices to allow continued use of them
TOPPS Report

· No movement since last meeting but Jean Camp will attend a class in March to obtain information.

Referee Reports
· Tracy Vitale is waiting for course to take place in March and will begin working on the recreation schedule – Gary Shinn will be able to assign these younger refs to Ocean Rec games
· Gary Shinn will begin working on scheduling fields and refs for home travel games
· U15/16 are allowed to be scheduled at 10 AM – younger must be scheduled in afternoon
Uniforms
· Guy Lockwood will assist Laura Lavell in fixing the order form for travel teams
· The $80 flat charge includes shipping, but coaches to collect additional for single orders
· Rec Uniforms will be ordered through Score – about 7 days to come in
Player Development

· Guy Lockwood completed successful 6 week session on Wednesdays this week
· Gym space is needed to do anything in March so will probably start 2nd week of spring season back at the recreation level since travel teams already at fields 3 days per week
· Guy would like to spend the last Friday at Ethel Jacobson school for coaches’ clinic
· Jon Camp said the club would like to build a library of DVD’s, Books, etc. of training material to assist the club’s coaches
Fundraising
· Martin Notte said that Stafford Township has approved the posting of sponsorship signs at Doc Cramer – He has obtained commitments but does not want to proceed with creating signs until he obtains the funds - Sponsor will pay cost of sign plus estimated $200 per season

· Martin would also like to set up a casino night to utilize the gaming permit recently obtained

· Also, raffle tickets at Founders Day is a possibility

· Bonnie Peer has been updating site as information is received from Jon Camp

· The current contract with Blue Sombrero expires on April 1 and a new vendor will be selected to create/maintain site

Discussion
· Jon Camp stressed that the Rutgers Safety course is required to be taken by all coaches
· Stafford Township will look at the stability of the old concession stand structure at Doc Cramer and let the club know if it is able to be renovated into a clubhouse – Jon Camp and Roger Budd also sent letter to Township thanking them for working with the club on this and other issues.  
· Evan Brosniak from Southern Regional has formed JSSA (Jersey Shore Soccer Academy) with the goal of providing soccer education to the community for a minimal cost – will be holding camp at Doc Cramer on July 19-23 from 9 AM – 12 Noon for children grades 3 to 8 at a cost of $80
