THE FIELD:

ALL BASES ARE 70 FT. AND THE PITCHING RUBBER IS 50 FT.

BALLS:

EACH TEAM MUST FURNISH THEIR OWN BALLS FOR EACH GAME.

EACH TEAM IS ALSO RESPONSIBLE FOR KEEPING AN EXTRA PLAYABLE BALL READY DURING THEIR TURN AT BAT.

MEN WILL USE 12 INCH .44 COR AND 375 OR LESS MAX COMPRESSION 

BATS: Seniors 50+ MAY USE Senior Bats (Notify the umpire)
WOMEN MAY ALSO SWING SENIOR BATS
ALL BATS MUST BE NSA APPROVED: TO VIEW THE APPROVED BAT LIST GO TO WWW.PLAYNSA.COM, CLICK ON APPROVED EQUIPMENT

THE FOLLOWING BATS ARE NOT APPROVED FOR LEAGUE PLAY:

THERE WILL BE A WARNING AT THE BEGINNING OF EACH GAME AND 
ANYTHING AFTER WILL BE AN AUTOMATIC EJECTION FROM THE GAME! NO QUESTIONS ASKED!!

ALL GAMES ARE 60 MINUTES DROP DEAD… MEANING:  THERE WILL BE A TIME LIMIT OF 60 MIN AND ONCE 60 MIN IS UP, WE WILL FINISH THE INNING AN THE TEAM THAT IS UP WILL WIN.
WE WILL HAVE A 5 MINUTE GRACE PERIOD FOR THE FIRST GAME ONLY 

A COIN TOSS WILL DETERMINE THE HOME TEAM. 
THE RUN RULE PROCEDURES ARE AS FOLLOWS – 20 RUNS AFTER 3 INNINGS, 15 RUNS AFTER 4 INNINGS AND 10 RUNS AFTER 5 INNINGS

ALL BATTERS WILL START WITH A ONE BALL ONE STRIKE COUNT AND BE ALLOWED ONE FOUL AFTER 2 STRIKES.
NO STEALING IN LEAGUE PLAY.

THE PITCH:

The arch of the pitch must be a minimum of 6 ft from the ground and a maximum of 12ft.
NET FOR PITCHERS IS OPTIONAL BUT:
THE PITCHER MUST REMAIN BEHIND THE NET UNTIL THE BALL IS PUT INTO PLAY BY THE BATTER BEING THE SCREEN WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED AN ADDITIONAL FIELDER.  (Meaning, if the pitcher used a screen and stands on the side of the screen to make plays on the ball, this is considered having two fielders making plays on the mound.)

1ST BATTED BALL THAT HITS THE SCREEN IS A DEAD BALL FOUL BALL

2ND BATTED BALL THAT HITS THE SCREEN IS AN OUT

ANY THROWN BALL STRIKING THE SCREEN IS A LIVE BALL
HOME RUNS ARE HIT & SIT: MEANING HOMERUNS HIT OVER THE FENCE. THE BATTER AND BASE-RUNNERS DO NOT HAVE TO ADVANCE AND TOUCH ANY BASES.
SAFETY PLATE: RUNNERS MUST STEP ON THE SAFETY PLATE WHEN RUNNING HOME.

When running to home plate the safety plate will be used to prevent collisions at home.  If a runner touches the original plate instead of the safety plate it will result in an OUT.  

If the catcher catches the ball at the original plate before the runner touches the safety plate, it also will result in an OUT!

There IS NO sliding or diving into home plate.

THERE WILL NOT NO STRIKE MAT, BALLS AND STRIKES WILL BE DETERMINED BY THE UMPIRE!
RUNNERS:

RUNNERS ARE UNLIMITED BUT HAVE TO BE IN THE LINEUP AND NOT JUST ON THE LINEUP CARD!
FOR MEN DIVISIONS: 
YOU CAN BAT AS MANY PLAYERS AS YOU WANT AND PLAY 10 ON DEFENSE. DEFENSIVE PLAYERS MAY SWITCH IN AND OUT BUT THE BATTING ORDER MUST REMAIN THE SAME!!!
YOU MUST START WITH A MINIMUM OF NINE PLAYERS.  The 10th SPOT IS NOT AN AUTOMATIC OUT. THE 10TH PLAYER MAY BE ADDED IN THE 10TH SPOT
AT ANY TIME BEFORE THE END OF THE GAME.YOU MUST FINISH THE GAME WITH A MINIMUM OF NINE PLAYERS.
League Homerun Rules
MENS OPEN A- BID 1-6 

MEN’S OPEN B- BID 1-5
CHURCH LEAGUE- 3 HR’S THEN AN OUT
A TEAM MAY NOT PICK UP PLAYERS FROM THE STANDS!!
A PLAYER MUST BE ON YOUR ROSTER TO BE ALLOWED TO PLAY!!! THE ONLY EXCEPTION TO THIS RULE IS: A TEAM WITH 8 PLAYERS MAY PICK UP A 9TH PLAYER TO START A GAME BUT THE PLAYER MUST BE FROM A TEAM WITHIN YOUR DIVISION. IF THE 10TH PLAYER SHOWS UP, HE OR SHE CAN BE ADDED TO THE LINE-UP AT THAT TIME. IT IS THE TEAMS’ RESPONSIBILITY TO CONTACT THE LEAGUE COORDINATOR PRIOR TO YOUR GAME TO ADD PLAYERS TO YOUR ROSTER.
FOR CO-ED:

A MINIMUM OF FIVE MALE AND FIVE FEMALE PLAYERS MUST BE IN THE LINEUP AT ALL TIMES (SIX AND SIX IF YOU’RE BATTING 12). ANY FIVE MALE AND ANY FIVE FEMALE PLAYERS MUST PLAY DEFENSE. ALSO, YOU MAY BAT AS MANY PLAYERS AS YOU WANT AS LONG AS THEY’RE IN ALTERNATING ORDER. YOU CAN NEVER BAT MORE MEN THAN WOMEN BUT ARE ALLOWED TO BAT MORE WOMEN THAN MEN WHEN YOU HAVE ENOUGH FOR A REGULAR LINE-UP.

EXCEPTION:

A MINIMUM OF 9 PLAYERS CAN START A GAME. HOWEVER, THERE MUST ALWAYS BE FIVE FEMALE PLAYERS IN THE LINEUP. 

A 10TH PLAYER MAY BE ADDED IN THE 10TH POSITION OF THE LINEUP AT ANY TIME BEFORE THE END OF THE GAME. THAT ADDED PLAYER MUST BE MALE.

THE 11 INCH SOFTBALL WILL BE USED WHEN A FEMALE IS BATTING AND A 12 INCH SOFTBALL WILL BE USED WHEN A MALE IS BATTING. IT IS AN APPEAL PLAY WHEN THE WRONG BALL IS PITCHED TO A BATTER. IF THE APPEAL IS ALLOWED, THE BATTER RETURNS TO BAT WITH THE SAME BALL AND STRIKE COUNT HE/SHE HAD AT THE TIME OF THE PITCH. ALSO, ANY BASE RUNNERS MUST RETURN TO THE BASE OCCUPIED AT THE TIME OF PITCH.

The season will include 12 Regular Season Games and an End of Season single elimination or round robin tournament.  (Date - TBD)

Games will be played Monday-THURSDAY
CHURCH LEAGUE WILL NOT PLAY ON WEDNESDAY!

ROSTERS ARE FROZEN AFTER MAY 16TH   
Players are limited to ONE team per division!!!!!!!
Men Open B Division May have up to two A players on their roster.
