EPYSA changes beginning 2013-2014 season.

-       Mandatory background checks for ALL volunteers 18+, repeated annually, $4 each billed to the league.  Fines for non-compliance.

-       Mandatory concussion training.  Free online class through US Youth Soccer.  Handouts that can be printed via CDC website and discussed at coaches meetings.

-       Mandatory Risk management coordinator.  This person will keep track of compliance of above.  Judy has agreed to do this as part of her job.

-       As of 3/11 I am still trying to get a straight answer from the Y.

-       Met with lawyer last week.

-       Agreement we have is subject to interpretation.   An arbiter or magistrate would need  to interpret it.  We do have the law on our side though because of the money we have paid already.

-       She suggested determining how much it would cost to rent a field, then figure out a fair amount of time to ask the Y for based on what we have paid.  At the 50/hr. mentioned by the Y our $12,000 would have paid for 240 hours.  If we use the field 15 hours per week this would only give us 16 weeks of use.  Not even close to the 20 years we were supposed to have.

-       Next step, if we can’t work this out directly with the Y, would be to put the law firm on retainer ($500) and they would draft a letter stating what we want.

It was decided that MDSL will use a portion of the Bull Roast money to fund one spring travel tournament up to the cost of the York Cup capped at the age level at York Cup.  Cristin made a motion, Jay seconded the motion.  Motion passed-all approved
