c.) Continuous batting order of all present, eligible, uniformed players.
Courtesy Runner (CR). Teams batting a continuous batting order, the CR must be the player who recorded the
previous out. If no proper courtesy runner is available, the pitcher and/or catcher must run for themselves. Teams
batting 9 or 10, any player not currently in the lineup may be the CR. A player used as a CR may not reappear a
second time in the same inning as a CR.
All teams entered in the tournament must be registered online with their roster. USSSA Pitching Rules will be
enforced, entered, and tracked online.
PITCHING RULES. One out equals 1/3 of an inning.
