WSSC Board Special Meeting Minutes

Monday, Sept. 28, 2020

6 pm via Zoom

Attendees:  Goss (Pres.), Persson (VP Players), Wiener (VP Coaches), Oltyan (VP Admin.), Allan (Treas.), Lucas (Sec.), Larsen, Foulk, O’Byrne
Guests:  Clydene Evans-Wenzel, Tim McMonigle

This meeting was called to assess our Return to Play status, and to plan for RTP if possible.

Goss thanks Larsen and Evans-Wenzel for their substantial efforts to create a clinic for the co-ed players.
Larsen and Evans-Wenzel explain the details of the clinic plan; field layout map and protocols were provided.  They propose six weekly sessions, two coaches per team, two master coaches per session.  The UKIS cost is commensurate with a regular fall season for this age.  A board member would need to be present at all times; various members volunteered for shifts. 

ACTION ITEM:  Larsen and Evans-Wenzel will communicate with the co-ed coaches to gauge the interest level in this plan. 

The question was raised whether Parks would need to approve this plan given its similarity to the UKIS program which was already approved for Phase 2 over the summer.  McMonigle does not believe additional approval is required, but details should be provided to Parks for their information.

ACTION ITEM:  Larsen and Evans-Wenzel will summarize the plan into a narrative and field map for Parks, which McMonigle will transmit to Parks.

Additional considerations were raised, including: whether the board has sufficient resources to monitor all the fields that may require it; concerns if only this age group is offered a soccer experience for fall; clarity on which aspects of this plan are the responsibility of UKIS vs WSSC; and the desire to provide an outdoor recreation experience for our players given current restrictions.  
Discussion was had regarding revisions to the documents supporting the clinic plan.  
Larsen moves, Allan seconds approval of the clinic plan; unanimous approval.
If the plan proceeds, logistics need to be handled:
ACTION ITEMS:  
Uniforms (Goss will order, with a variation for the A and B cohorts on a teams.)

Goals measured and placed (UKIS wants particular sizes/types.)
Cones, hand sanitizer, sanitizing wipes for equipment, any other equipment to be purchased.
Balls (are in the locker; Evans-Wenzel can inflate wearing PPE and sanitize; players will label with their names and bring each week.)

A second coaches/manager for each team recruited and RMA cleared, if possible.

Web page set up to provide information to clinic participants.
It has been two weeks since our last update to members; although there is no news from the Governor’s office, Goss will update the website.

Goss raised concerns that some teams have been practicing despite the prohibition.  Goss sent one email and will send another to coaches reminding them that there are no WSSC practices during Phase 2.
